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TERMS of BUSINESS:

Definitions

a)
The ”Client” means the person or organization engaging the service of the Supply Teacher.

b)
The ”Supply Teacher” means the individual providing the services.

c)
The ”Assignment” means the period during which the Supply Teacher is engaged by the client to render services.

d)
References to the singular include the plural and references to the masculine include the feminine and vice-versa.

The Terms of Business for the Supply of Supply Teachers.

1.
Supply teachers are engaged under a contract for a service, the terms of which are set out below and which apply to each and every assignment unless written agreement is provided by T4Teachers to the contrary.

2. 
T4Teachers agrees to offer the Supply Teacher opportunities to work as a Supply Teacher where there are suitable assignments with a school. hereinafter called the clients) requiring such a Supply Teacher.

3. 
T4Teachers shall pay to the Supply Teacher remuneration calculated at half or full day, to be paid weekly in arrears. This is subject to the deductions for the purpose of National Insurance, PAYE or any other purpose for which T4Teachers is required to make by law to make deductions.

4. 
The Supply Teacher is under no obligation to accept an offer of assignment, but if he/she does so, he/she at all times when services are due to a client comply with the following conditions:

A) 
Not to engage in any conduct detrimental to the interests of T4Teachers.

B) 
To be present during the times, or total number of hours during each day and/or week as may be agreed.

C) 
To take all reasonable steps to safeguard his/her own safety or any other person who may be affected by his/hers actions at work.

D) 
To comply with all reasonable instructions and requests within the scope of the agreed service made by either T4Teachers or the Client.

E) 
The Supply Teacher is not to accept direct offers of work from a school where the agency made the introduction, without prior written permission from T4Teachers. Doing so will render the Supply Teacher liable to charges in the line with T4Teachers’ loss of gross profit.

5. 
There is no obligation by T4Teachers to provide, or Supply Teachers to serve, any normal number of hours in any day or week.

6.
The Supply Teacher accepts that daily payment is enhanced to take into account statutory school holiday periods. No additional holiday entitlement is therefore due. Teachers are also not entitled to payment in respect of illness or absence for any other reason.

7.
T4Teachers shall be responsible for making all statutory deductions relating to Earnings related insurance and Income tax under schedule E, in accordance with Finance Act (no.2) 1975, and transmitting these to the Inland Revenue.

8.
T4Teachers and the Supply Teacher agree that the nature of temporary work is such that there maybe periods between assignment when no work is available.
